        The men and women who  serve our Country. 
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August 27, the universal church celebrated the feast of St. Monica. As our patron saint it is good for us to know 
who this woman was.  
 

“St. Monica was married by arrangement to a pagan official in North Africa, who was much older than she, and 
although generous, was also violent tempered. His mother lived with them and was equally difficult, which proved 
a constant challenge to St. Monica. She had three children; Augustine, Navigius, and Perpetua. Through her 

patience and prayers, she was able to convert her husband and his mother to the Catholic faith in the year 370. He died a year 
later. Perpetua and Navigius entered the religious Life. St. Augustine was much more difficult, as she had to pray for him for 17 
years, begging the prayers of priests who, for a while, tried to avoid her because of her persistence at this seemingly hopeless 
endeavor. One priest did console her by saying, "it is not possible that the son of so many tears should perish." This thought, 
coupled with a vision that she had received strengthened her. St. Augustine was baptized by St. Ambrose in the year 387. St. 
Monica died later that same year, on the way back to Africa from Rome in the Italian town of Ostia.” (www.catholic.org) 
 

Do you know who your patron saint is? Do you know why that person became a saint? Our patron saints are simply the saints we 
are named after. Even if we are named after a relative or given a name for no reason at all, we can still have patron saints. Do a 
little research, find out who your patron saint is and if you don’t have one, choose a saint to be your patron saint. 
 

My patron saints are St. Jerome, the great biblical scholar (I was named after my uncle); St. Gerard Majella, the patron saint of 
expectant mothers (my mother prayed to St. Gerard because I was three weeks overdue); St. Michael the Archangel, my 
confirmation name.   
 

Saints set a great example for us to follow. Saints also intercede on our behalf. So having a patron saint is a great thing. We 
should all strive for holiness in our lives, trying to live as saints. No, that does not mean we will live perfect lives, because no 
saint was perfect, but all the saints lived their lives in such a way that they sought out lives of holiness, following the ways of the 
Lord and we are called to do the same.
